As there are multiple benefits to be obtained by allowing naturally ignited wildfires managed for resource benefits to move (burn) from one ownership (jurisdiction) to another, I will allow this fire which has the potential to burn onto my (our) property to be managed for resource benefits as identified in the Wildland Fire implementation Plan (WFIP).  I (We) direct the managers of the

You are to take the necessary actions and order the necessary resources to manage this WFU Fire.  As part of this delegation I (We) will:

1. Allow unrestricted access to the lands identified above for the duration of the WFU fire for the purpose of managing this WFU incident.

2. Not hold the United States responsible for any damage or injury to said property that may result from the management of this WFU incident.

3. Make either myself or a representative available to provide specific information/resource advice pertaining to the property identified above for the duration of the event or as long as it is applicable to the management of this incident fire.
The Forest Service shall provide the personnel, equipment and funding to manage this WFU incident until management of the fire has accomplished the resource objectives and the fire is declared out.

OR

Due to the potential benefits to my (our) property I (we) agree that all associated costs incurred for personnel, equipment and supplies in the management of this WFU Incident will be paid by the entity that incurred the costs and there will not be any cross billing of these costs at the conclusion of the incident.
The cost of rehabilitation work (water barring of dozer and hand lines, and reseeding of areas prone to increased erosion) will be included in the suppressions costs as covered above.  The Incident Commander, Local Agency Administrator and landowner, will agree to all rehabilitation work before the work is initiated.
